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Urban development projects  
in the Stockholm region
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Investment projects in  
the Stockholm region
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1. Energy Intelligence Center
In Västerås, the historical area around the steam 
engine power plant, is being developed into a 
unique entertainment complex. The project will 
contain a water park, a very large aquarium, a 
research center, an energy museum, restaurants, 
cafés, shops and more.

2. Hacksta
In Västerås, ICA is planning a 70,000 m2 storing 
facility for fresh goods in Hacksta industrial 
estate. The area will also be developed for new 
logistics operations.

3. Erikslund 
In Västerås, IKEA is planning to buy 220,000 m2 
of land in Erikslund Trade Center in order to build 
a new 24,000 m2 IKEA-store. The area will also be 
developed for other commercial activities.

4. Nynäsvägen
Road 73, between Stockholm and Nynäshamn 
will be upgraded to a modern freeway, and will 
be completed in 2009/2010. A new double track 
railway from Nynäshamn is being planned.

5. Vegastaden
In Haninge, planning is under way for Vegastaden 
comprising of 3,000 new apartments, a new 
commuter train station and a freeway off-ramp. 
Construction will start in 2010 and the entire 
project will be completed in 2020.

6. Stockholm–Arlanda Airport
Stockholm Arlanda Airport is of strategic 
importance to the entire Stockholm region. 
Express trains runs from central Stockholm in  
20 minutes. Near Stockholm – Arlanda Airport, 
Rosersberg and Arlanda Stad are being developed 
for new offices, shops, logistics and industries.

7. Stockholm – Skavsta Airport
The municipality of Nyköping is currently  
planning a new access route to facilitate transport 
to and from Stockholm – Skavsta Airport.

8. Ullna Ski Resort
In Täby, Ullna Ski Resort will be developed into 
an indoor downhill and cross-country skiing 
complex. The complex will also include a water 
theme park. Hotels and housing are currently 
being built in the area.

9. Täby City Center
The addition of a 25,000 m2 mall area to Täby 
City Center will bring the total up to 75,000 m2, 
together with 3,000 new indoor parking spaces. 
Concurrently, 800 apartments, including garage 
parking, will be developed, together with new access 
roads and infrastructure. Construction starts 2009.

10. Kanalstaden
In Österåker, the construction of  ”Kanalstaden”, 
comprising of  2,600 new apartments, a marina and  
businesses along Åkers canal, starts during 2009. 

11. Rosenkälla
In Österåker, a new regional trade centre in  
Rosenkälla with a projected trade area of 
300,000 m2, is set to enter the construction  
phase in 2009. 

12. Gävle Harbour
During the years to come, there will be infra- 
structure investments of approximately € 50 million 
in Gävle harbour, and another € 40 million in 
further competence development. The commitment 
to container traffic continues through various 
projects including Stockholm-Nord. A new 
RORO-facility is built in the harbour, and new 
areas will be made available for business purposes.

13. InfraCity
A major expansion of the business park InfraCity 
in Upplands Väsby will take place from 2008 and 
onwards, adding another 100,000 m2 space for 
offices, shops, hotels, exhibition halls, conference 
facilities etc.

14. Uppsala Travel Center
The Uppsala Travel Center is one of the largest 
construction projects ever in Uppsala. The railroad 
station area is being developed into a modern, 
accessible travel center with new housing, offices 
and shops, better walking and biking connections, 
and new squares and parks.

15. Logistics Park
The Eskilstuna Logistics Park, which intersects 
with three transportation systems (road, rail and 
air), is being developed for new logistics operations.

16. Vilundaparken 
Vilundaparken – the large sports and recreational 
area in Upplands Väsby is to be transformed.  
The area of 25 hectare, will in the future comprise 
modern facilities for sports, culture and events of 
international interest. Integrated in the new concept 
are new apartments and offices and shops. 
 
17. Flemingsberg
The ”BioCity”-project in Flemingsberg is a 
70,000 m2 modern building intended for  
research and education in order to further 
fuel Flemingsberg’s expansion within the Life 
Sciences field. The project also comprises new 
shops, restaurants and a parking garage. 

18. Södertälje City Center
In the Södertälje City Center, a comprehensive 
development project is under way. The aim of this 
project is to make better use of the local possibilities, 
i.e. better integration of transportation, parks and 
waterways. The project comprises 2,000 new 
apartments and 10,000 m2 for shops and offices.

19. Almnäs
Almnäs, situated in both Södertälje and Nykvarn 
municipalities, has tremendous potential for 
accommodating both housing and business 
projects, with 270 hectares for new apartments 
and 160 hectares suited for businesses – particularly 
within the logistics sector.

20. Barkarby 
In Järfälla, Barkarby is to become an exciting mix 
of housing, retail and education. Today, about 
1,000 apartments are completed, with a further 
4,000 apartments and 6,000 workplaces to be 
realised within 15 years. Excellent communications 
will be part of the appeal with Barkarby commuter 
train station becoming the new “Stockholm  
West” station. 

21. Örebro
Investments in environmental improvements, 
including locally produced biogas for public 
transports. Modernising of town squares for a 
more attractive city centre and large-scale 
development of urban residencies. Modernising 
and enlargement of city shopping malls and 
development of external trading areas. New 
logistics centre, improved rail capacity and 
investments in the local, regional and European 
road network.
 
22. Norvikudden
Extensions to the Stockholm–Nynäshamn  
Port at Norvikudden in the Municipality of 
Nynäshamn will boost the freight and passenger 
capacity of transport services within the region. 
This will also enable housing and workplaces to 
be built in the old port areas of Stockholm itself.

23. Nynäshamn
A new LNG-terminal (Liquefied Natural Gas) 
will be built close to the Nynas refinery in 
Nynäshamn. Since petrol and fuel oil will be 
replaced by natural gas, a reduction of CO2 
emissions of more than 200,000 tonnes per year 
will be achieved when the terminal reaches full 
capacity. The terminal is planned to be 
operational in 2011. 

24. Upplands Väsby
A strategically located area next to the E4 –  
Älvsundadalen – is being developed into an 
interesting and busy part of the Stockholm region. 
Just in-between Stockholm City and Stockholm-
Arlanda Airport, a mixture of housing, services 
and space for businesses will be created on an area 
of 120 hectares – all based on long-term 
sustainability. 

25. Värmdö
In Hålludden, Värmdö, an art gallery and culture 
centre will be ready to welcome an international 
audience in the spring of 2011. High quality, 
flexibility and respect for the surrounding nature 
are the watchwords for the project. The building 
comprises an area of  7,500 m2 and will be built in 
the heart of the Stockholm archipelago, 20 minutes 
from the city.

26. Uppsala Rosendal
Uppsala Rosendal represents an opportunity to 
capitalise on the vast potential of an innovative 
mixed-use development of 300,000 m2. 
Neighbouring more than 200 research and 
educational departments and about 150 high  
tech companies in biotech, ICT and materials 
sciences. The detailed development plan sets high 
standards in the creation of a new place to work, 
research, live and relax. 

27. Moraberg
The strategic position in the city of Södertälje 
with access to two European highways (E4/E20), 
as well as the seaport, is what distinguishes the 
project Moraberg-Glasberga. With the head- 
quarters of Scania and AstraZeneca Sweden nearby, 
a natural focus is put on knowledge-intensive 
industries like life sciences and logistics. 

28. Katrineholm
The Katrineholm Logistics Centre (KLC) is 
located at the crossing point of the west and  
south main railways and four main roads. KLC 
intersects with two transportation systems (train 
and road) and have a railport agreement with  
the Port of Scandinavia in Gothenburg. KLC 
comprises a total of 100 hectares and can handle  
a 630 m full-length train.  

29. Haninge City Center
In central Haninge, a new city centre is being 
planned, including a new bus and commuter 
trains’ terminal, shopping mall, office facilities 
and indoor parking.

30. Albyberg Business Park
In Albyberg, 20 km south of Stockholm city, a 
new business park is being developed. The total 
area of the park is about 100 hectares, located  
in close proximity of the highway and railways 
between Stockholm and the new harbour in 
Nynäshamn.
